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Why take this approach?

* Child-centered approach
* Context of the child (Developmentally Appropriate Practice - DAP)
* Assessing the development of the child
e Experiential learning

e Participatory arts processes
* Interactive, arts-based methodology to make it more participatory
* Holistic development (body-mind-attitude)

* Availability of WASH facility in the classroom translating to
handwashing
e Child-friendly dimensions for toilets and handwashing stations
* Presence of facility promotes and enhances the behavior
